CALL FOR EXPRESSION OF INTEREST
FOR THE POSITION OF THE DIRECTOR 
OF THE HELLENIC FOUNDATION FOR RESEARCH AND INNOVATION (HFRI)
The Scientific Committee which was set up under the Gov. Gazette Y.O.D.D. / Sheet No.614 / 14.11.2016, calls under Articles 9 and 13 of L. 4429/2016 (A '199), scientists of international stature and experience, managerial experience and considerable research activity to apply for the position of the Director of the Hellenic Foundation for Research and Innovation (HFRI).
The Director of the HFRI will perform his/her duties under full and exclusive employment. In the event he or she is a University Professor or a Researcher in a Research Center, then his/her duties will be suspended throughout his/her post. The Director will be selected by the Scientific Council (SC), following the evaluation of nominations by a three-member committee, which will be appointed by the SC. The Director of the HFRI is appointed for a four (4-year) term, renewable only once. His/her remuneration is determined by a joint decision of the Minister of Finance and the Minister of Education, Research and Religious Affairs.
Director’s duties:
1. The Director of the HFRI:
a. supervises the HFRI, is responsible for its proper operation and decides on all the costs;
b. compiles and publishes the calls for tenders funded by the HFRI, according to the annual schedule of actions and decisions of the SC;
c. ensures the achievement of the budgetary targets of the HFRI;
d. may request the convention of the General Assembly and SC in an extraordinary session, always through the President of each collective body and participates without vote in their meetings;
e. draws up the annual report and submits it to the SC and then for approval to the General Assembly;
f. seeks funding sources for the HFRI.
g. represents the HFRI before and out of court.
2. The Director of the HFRI proposes to the SC the appointment of two (2) Deputy Directors, who are selected after an open call for proposals is published on the website of the HFRI.
Director’s Qualifications:

The Director of the HFRI must be a scientist of international stature, managerial experience and significant research activity; qualified with a broad vision, knowledge and understanding of important developments in science and research, including the multidisciplinary research and is aware of the procedures and funding opportunities in Greece and worldwide.
According to the Decision of the Scientific Committee of HFRI under No. 1/15.12.2016, the Director must:

a. have a PhD;

b. have produced written works, monographs or original publications in journals of international standard;
c. have participated successfully, as a scientific supervisor, in research projects;

d. have recognized and extensive administrative capacity and experience in national or international research bodies of the public or the private sector;

e. be acquainted with the Greek language;

f. have not attained 63 years of age at the time of submission of his/her application.

A qualification which will be considered in favor of the candidates for the election of the Director is whether his/her candidacy is supported by institutions, (Higher Education Institutions, Research Centers under Article 13a of L..4310/2014) which participate with their representatives in the GA of the Foundation. A proposal may be submitted by the Senate or the General Assemblies of the Departments of the Universities or the Executive Board of the Research Centers or the Scientific Councils of the Institutes of the Research Centers, which participate with their representatives in the General Assembly of the Foundation. A proposal to support the candidacy may also be submitted by the members of the National Council for Research and Innovation (NCRI). The proposal to support the candidacy must be substantiated. Each body or each member of the NCRI may submit up to three (3) proposals.
The position of the Director of HFRI is incompatible with:

a. The membership in the GA or Scientific Council of the HFRI;

b. The status of being an HFRI funding recipient;

c. The membership in the Cabinet of the Government, the position of Deputy Minister, General or Special Secretary of a Ministry or of an autonomous Secretariat, Parliament Member, Regional Governor, Vice-Regional Governor, Mayor, Deputy Mayor, Regional and Municipal Councilor.

Submission of applications:
The candidates or proposed candidates should send an application and its attachments to the following email address: elidek@minedu.gov.gr, indicating necessarily at the title of the message "Application for the position of Director of HFRI".
The application must be accompanied by:

a. a brief statement in which the candidate outlines the reasons of his/her interest for the position of Director of the HFRI;
b. a detailed curriculum vitae in which inter alia the following information should be mentioned: date of birth, marital status, website, studies, scholarships and prizes, experience and positions held in academic - research sector (public and private, domestic and foreign), participation in international committees, board of directors, professional organizations and competencies therein;
c. an itemized list of scientific and other publications, patents and participations in conferences.
